O The Korea resident Pl must consult with the Japan resident Pl in advance regarding the support field and
research topic.

O Korea resident researchers should apply through NRF(IRIS.go.kr), and Japanese researchers through JSPS.

O Only projects jointly submitted to both countries will be evaluated. Therefore, the support field (choose
one of the four) and the research project title (in English) must match exactly in both applications.
Projects not submitted to both countries will be excluded from evaluation, so it is crucial to confirm
submission with the counterpart researcher in advance.
